Community Health & the Environment; and Arts, Culture and Heritage. The priorities and actions taken by council
and staff over the next two years will be reflective of the opportunities and constraints identified under each of
these categories. We appreciate all of the public input that we have received in the development of this docu-
ment and look forward to the next two years of working with members of this community, our neighboring com-
munities and other levels of government in making the R. M. of Gimli an even better place. On behalf of the
R.M. of Gimli Council and staff, I wish you a peaceful holiday season and all the best in the coming year!

Just A Few Reminders From Our By Law Enforcement Officer

- Please do not park on Municipal Boulevards or have extension cords
running from the house across the sidewalk or boulevard.

» House numbering is to be clearing visible from the roadway.

- Snowmobiles are to use the shortest route through the laneway, not
the street, to the nearest designated route.

« Road Restrictions will be 65% of normal axle weight and will be de-
termined by the annual dates posted by the Province.

» Please ensure that vehicles are facing the correct way on the Road-
ways within the R.M.

- No parking on any street between 1:00A.M. and 6:00A.M. after a
snowfall of 15cm.

- No parking of any truck over 1 Ton, tractor trailer, truck tractor,
unhitched trailer or school bus on any road within the R.M. between
6:00P.M. and 8:00AM

- No parking in "Handicap" space without displaying 'Disabled Per-
sons’ permit.

- Be mindful of your neighbours - do not allow your pets to be a
nuisance through both constant and disturbing noise or to be unleashed
and roaming.

- Bales of hay /flax/straw used to insulate buildings, sewage systems
or water pipes must be removed from properties by May 30th of each
year at owners expense.
